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The mission of Citizens' High School is to provide students a quality high school diploma through distance education with a well-rounded
academic foundation, leading to social and economic mobility. The overarching outcome of Citizens' High School student is a high school
diploma that is recognized by employers and post-secondary schools. CHS views a high school diploma as a steppingstone to economic and
social mobility. The curriculum is designed to give students a solid foundation in language arts, science, social studies, and mathematics.

In support of the CHS Mission statement and learning goals, CHS has 3 program learning outcomes and also integrates the Florida
Department of Education and Common Core Learning Outcomes, where appropriate, as a measure of student mastery and achievement.
PLO 1: Recognizing problems and formulating appropriate solutions by demonstrating usage of higher order thinking skills to express ideas
or using quantitative principles to solve problems.

PLO 2: Communication skills using logical and analytical thinking to read, listen, write, and speak.

PLO 3: Digital and information literacy skills as students direct their own learning and prepare for real world experiences.

The following data is for students enrolling in the General Studies or Academic Studies correspondence program from January 1, 2017 to
December 31, 2017. The time-frame for completing the program is 3 years. Using the IPEDS graduation benchmark standard of 150%
time-frame from the start of the program, the current cohort would be students enrolled between January 1, 2017 to December 31, 2017.
